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Historic Highlights

From the Archives: The History of Hinsdale Trees

Before Hinsdale came to be, most of the original territory was
treeless. The only trees were a belt of oaks across the county line
extending northward along the moraine into Walker’s farm (south of
the tracks). The plot south of Flagg Creek was mostly bare except
for patches of tall prairie grass. In the same year he laid out the
lots in the northwest quarter of his section (1866), William Robbins
hired WG Cleveland, a noted landscape gardener, to mark off the
streets and plant trees along their borders. Apparently, thousands
of trees were planted.

Luckily, all of the other Hinsdale subdividers followed his example,
so that Hinsdale became home to many types of hardwoods. These trees not only beautified but they served a utilitarian purpose: in
parts of the Village where no improvements had been made and no houses built, the trees served to outline the undeveloped streets. It
was generally understood that you didn’t drive to the left or right of the saplings, but between them.

The Woodlands was developed in the early 1920’s. At that time some 200 English elms were planted. English elms are similar to
American elms, but are taller with a more rounded crown. By the mid 1930’s the trees had grown to over 16 inches in diameter.

By 1934, The Doings noted that most of the large trees in Hinsdale were 55 to 75 years old, and needed care or culling to maintain the
look of the village. An inventory noted that there were approximately 20,000 trees in the village. Some 375 trees had been removed
and new ones planted to replace them.

One citizen took the time to write to The Doings in 1937 noting that the southwest section of town was still mostly treeless. He called it
“16 blocks of no man’s land.” Apparently in the fullness of time Hinsdale got around to planting this area, too.

With a long range plan in place,
we are excited to begin work on an inventory and basic assessment of the textile collection, the bulk of which is clothing. This initial
assessment will culminate in an exhibit with programming in the spring of 2011. Fundraising through programming and grants will
allow us to hire conservation professionals for more detailed assessments and future conservation of the textile collection.

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Historic Highlights

Life in the Past Lane; Hinsdale - 1935

«< Two Hinsdale men experienced an unpleasant thrill on the
Louisiane, a crack New Orleans train, when it was robbed just
before it reached Kankakee. The two men were on their way to
enjoy a fishing trip in Tennessee when more than forty
passengers in the five cars were relieved of over $700. One
passenger was shot in the leg when he thought the men were
fooling and reached for their gun.

< Petitions have been filed with the Hinsdale school boards
calling for an election on the proposition of furnishing free text
books. The question will be put to the voters at the April school
election, and if a majority of the votes cast are in favor, the
school boards will be required to supply free texts. The boards
maintain they are faced with a limit on expenditures and
whatever is added in one place must come out of another.

< With the adoption of a constitution, the formation of the
DuPage County Historical Society was achieved at a recent
meeting at the Memorial building in Hinsdale. Restoration of
the Old Mill, the society’s initial project, is counted upon to
arouse public interest and provide a needed stimulus for fund
raising. A tentative budget for the restoration work was
discussed.

<2 An excerpt from a letter written by a former Hinsdale
resident born in the early '70s to whom ‘these things” were
related by Morrell Fuller: “We were told when we were small
children that Lincoln and Douglas had a debate there (referring
to the tavern on Ogden Avenue). On the left side of
Washington Street, on the top of the hill north of Ogden
Avenue, were several Indian dugouts that were used by the
Indians, roofed over by their teepees. What would be about
Lincoln Street, just east of the Hemshell place there was a
cleared space that was used for the changing of horses in the
stage coach days on the Plank Road. When we children were
small there were still many planks there. Our place on the
north side must have been an Indian battle ground for we could
always pick up flint Indian arrowheads.”

< Motorists were reminded of the new Village parking lot
available on Washington Street just north of the tracks. The
area has been fenced in, a cinder surface provided and lights
installed for night parking.

«< And all thoughts of an early spring were frustrated when a
belated April snowstorm hit Hinsdale, causing bluebirds and
robins to seek shelter.

«< Promising 18-24 miles per gallon, the “new big Dodge” was
the star of an open house at the Dodge showroom, 24 West
Hinsdale Avenue. The two-door model was available for $670
while the four-door sedan could be purchased for under $740.

< At the A&P spring leg ‘o lamb was selling for 21 cents per
pound, while Village Market was asking 39 cents for their calf's
liver. Jewel offered a tall can of red salmon for 19 cents,
Miracle Whip for 24 cents a pint and asparagus at just 19 cents
per pound.

«2 All candidates of the Non-Partisan party were elected by a
wide margin in the township election. The election brought out
one of the largest votes in the history of township balloting and
it was apparent that the well organized campaign of the Non-
Partisan group was instrumental in their landslide victory.

«» National Notes: Increasingly severe dust storms hung like
black clouds over nearly half of the United States. Crop
damage was staggering in the “nation’s breadbasket,” with little
relief in sight, and “dust pneumonia” was on the rise in children
as well as adults. In Texas even the birds weren't flying ......
Persia was renamed Iran ...... In March, 1935 England
announced a new beefed-up defense policy because of
Germany’s “aggressive spirit” and because “all over the world
armaments are being increased” ...... And New York limited
autos to three passengers in the front seat.
